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Highlights…..





Held the NDAEYC 2007 Conference in Minot with participation by 239 early childhood professionals on Saturday.


Increased NDAEYC membership by 27%.


Launched an Accreditation Support Project to build enthusiasm to attain NAEYC Accreditation.  The project offers guidance and technical assistance by Tania Olson, who successfully led her program through the new accreditation process.


Awarded a $2,500 Value of Membership grant from NAEYC to expand NDAEYC membership.  Collaborated with local chapters to hold kick-off events in our five chapter cities in the fall of 2008 – Fargo, Bismarck, Grand Forks, Minot and Jamestown.


NDAEYC worked with co-sponsors including ND Kids Count!, ND Head Start Association, and the ND Department of Public Instruction to coordinate the local showing of Pre-K Now’s satellite conference “Raising the Profile of Pre-K: A National Strategy Session” on October 17, 2007 in Bismarck and Fargo.  The purpose was to highlight strategies that garner support for Pre-K.


Co-sponsored “Step Up for Kids Day” on September 16, 2008, coordinated nationally by Every Child Matters, with state partners Children’s Caucus, North Dakota Education Association, Prevent Child Abuse North Dakota, Children’s Services Coalition, and Head Start.  The goal is to focus media attention on policy efforts that support young children and their families.


Co-sponsored a Frameworks Institute training session in August, 2008, to help early childhood advocates develop effective, tested messages that will resonate with policymakers.

NDAEYC will again be working with partners to coordinate viewings of Pre-K Now’s Satellite conference on December 10, 2008, Breaking Down Barriers to Pre-K: A National Strategy Session.


The 61st  North Dakota Legislative Assembly will convene on January 6, 2008.  NDAEYC will be working to build on the early childhood successes gained in the last session, including setting pre-k standards and establishing pilot projects, providing consumers with on-line licensing information and a quality rating system, and providing supports to early childhood professionals – training, scholarships, incentives, and consultation – to provide high quality early care and education.
